Dear Committee.

We had a committee meeting last week and we thought you might like some suggestions for your day-care centre. First let me remind you that the financial situation in the UK is not good just now so money is tight. That does not mean there are no people donating, but we must start small.

Start the centre with renting 2 rooms in a house, with the use of a toilet and if possible a shower.

Think of helping 6 or so people a day. You could have the same people coming two days a week such as Monday and Wednesday, or Tuesday and Friday. That way you would be helping at least 12 people a week. Remember a day centre is basically to give people an opportunity to meet others and have company.

One room would be a room to sit in and talk with each other, maybe watch television, or listen to the radio.

Give them a drink morning and afternoon and a lunch.

The other room could be used for things like seeing a doctor or nurse. Having their hair done, or simple treatments given etc.

The sitting room would have chairs and tables, and the other room could have a bed and a couple of chairs. That sort of thing.

You would need at least 3 staff on duty each day preferably volunteers. Remember a day care centre is not a hospital, it is a social centre and even if the people don’t come every day, it should make a great improvement to their lives. Try and get pictures of people before and after they come, and of the centre itself, to send to funders. If they see it is worthwhile they will give more money.

As far as the agricultural project is concerned, there was a suggestion that as well as bananas you might want to consider a quicker growing crop that would bring a return sooner.
